The resident is encouraged to attend
continuing education throughout the
year. Meetings sponsoed by Pacific
University or the Department of
Veterans Afairs are typically at little
or no expense to the resident.
Authorized absence is granted for

Privileges

The resident will be granted clinical
responsibilities commensurate with
demonstrated levels of clinical
competenceNhowever, the level of
practice will not exceed that allowed
by state boards of optometry. The
resident is required to be supervised
as per VA Chapter 26.

Performance Evaluations

The resident will grow as a clinician
through frequent interactions with the
program supervisotr During these
exchanges the esident will receive
constructive critique of techniques and
performance. Quarterly, the esident
will receive a formal, written
evaluation. Additionally the resident
will have the opportunity to evaluate
the program and the supervisor

Worksite

The program is one year in duration
beginning on or about July 1. The
resident will be provided opportunity
to manage at least 1,500 patient
encounters during the year The
veteran population served by the eye
clinic is predominantly male with a
mean age of 71 years. Patients
presenting to the eye clinic have a
wide array of ocular and systemic
conditions that should challenge the
resident. The resident will be involved
in surgical and post-operative cae.
Opportunity is available for brief
rotations in primary care, laboratory
and radiology clinics.EE

The VA Rosebug Healthcae System
(VARHS) is a 152 bed facility utilizing a
Primary Cae model for inpatient and
outpatient care. With an emphasis in
treating patients in the outpatient
setting, inpatient cae is provided for
acute needs in medicine, sugery,
psychiatry, and rehabilitation to a
population of 102,000 veterans in
southemn Oregon and northern
Califomia. The VARHS povides general
medicine, surgery, psychiatry,
laboratory, radiology, rehabilitation
medicine and dental treatment with
sub-specialty services to include
gerontology, gastroenterology,
pulmonology, urology, limited vascular
and thoracic sumgery, ENT,
ophthalmology and optometry, and
clinics in gynecology and orthopedics.
The Mental Health program provides
treatment for substance abuse

vocational rehabilitation,
and PTSD for both
inpatients and
outpatients. Outpatient
care locations include the
Rosebug facility, the
Eugene Satellite
Outpatient Clinic and the
Community Based Clinic
at Bandon.

The eye clinic has been
equipped appropriately
with modern diagnostic
instruments.E

The resident can expect
to provide primary care,
treatment of ocular
disease, pe and post-op
surgical care, contact
lenses and low vision
services.E
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
